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Summary and Conclusions 
 
 
 
In Ichud Leumi, the highest scoring party, three out of four legislators have 30-
plus achievements to boast of. In Bayit Leumi, 20+plus achievements was the 
average. In Likud, one legislator boasted a whopping 40-plus achievements, two 
were in the 30's, and six legislators scored in the 20's. However, about two-thirds 
of Likud legislators had less than 20 achievements. In Liberman's Yisrael 
Beytenu party, and in Shas, most legislators earned  a single-digit number of 
achievements (less than 10).  In Yahadut haTorah (United Torah Judaism), the 
lowest scoring party, not a single legislator earned  more than  10 achievements.   
 
The overall picture is positive.  Most elected officials in the national camp are 
clearly working to promote previously-neglected national values. Members of the 
Government of Israel and Knesset feel bound, as they should, by public 
sentiment which is strongly commited to the land of Israel.  
 
However, additional improvement on the part of some legislators is definitely in 
order. It is unacceptable that some elected officials accumulate achievements 
numbering in the single digits over a half-year period – whereas their more 
energetic colleagues accomplish more than 4 times as much, in precisely the 
same period. 
 
Legislators' performance will become even stronger, as the public reading this 
report accustom themselves to recruiting themselves and others, to electorally 
support those worthy of being supported as evidenced by this report. Electoral 
support can be provided both at party primaries and on general election day.
